2. YOUR FINANCIAL PROTECTION

When you buy a holiday package from us, The Package Travel, Package Holidays and Package Tours Regulations 1992 require us to
provide security for the monies that you pay for the package holidays booked from this brochure and ensure that your money is
refunded or that you are repatriated in the unlikely event of our insolvency (for all UK citizens, except residents of the Channel
Islands and the Isle of Man).
